The article, which is 
called "Beyond buzzwords - creating real resilience" includes a 
summary of our restorative behavior approach within the context of 
social and mental health issues that will be common to all schools, 
and we hope that other schools will find it useful and adopt similar 
approaches.

News from the 
Gardens
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Sharon in the garden team has 
been busy creating plant supports 
on the borders. The structures are 
made from freshly harvested hazel, 
it is much more pliable and can be 
made into shapes. The tall plants 
will grow through them and 
hopefully won’t fall over in heavy 
summer rain.

The garden team have been busy planting over 
400 new tree saplings in the parkland to create 
a new native hedgerow. The trees were kindly 
donated by the Woodland Trust trees for 
school’s programme. 

Each tree is only just over 30cm tall bust should 
establish quickly. They are planted in a double 
row 75cm apart to create a nice thick hedgerow. 
The mix of trees includes oaks, beech, hazel, 
rowan, and hawthorn. This will provide food and 
shelter for wildlife in the years to come
